1) Secretary

No volunteers or nominations for committee secretary were received.

2) A Thanks given for the venue

A thank you to Anne Pierce, for allowing the meeting to take place at her home.

3) Thanks received from the PCC

John Brady told us that the Parish Council sent their thanks to us for organising the Ecclesfield Village Plan questionnaire.

4) Finances

JB informed us that we had returned the balance of the £3,000 received from the YRCC, after allowing for the pro-forma invoice for printing the action plan, and some moneys for the launch event. However, the Parish Council have approved a payment to us of £550, and have or are about to receive £1,000 from the Sheffield City Council – Northern Area Panel. This is to enable us to pay for the printing of the contact details of local groups.

5) Printing of the Action Plan

We still have to sort out the printing of village action plan. Jim Percival said that he had not received a final version of the action plan or the improved logos to go on the bottom of the front page.

6) Data Analysis Report

Two possible ways of binding the data analysis report were shown to the chair. It was agreed that the metal comb bindings were the best, and that Sylvia Percival should organise this. John Brady was to enquire as to the demand for copies and feed this information back to Jim or Sylvia.

7) Launch event

A rough costing of £186 has been provisionally allocated for the launch event. This covers food etc.

Jim Percival showed a possible format for the invitation, which was accepted subject to a couple of modifications…

In particular, John Brady is to ask Pam Prior whether we are OK to add her phone number to the invitations in case people want to RSVP by telephone, rather than by post or email, and if given, this is to be added.

Sylvia Harrison was asked to provide Jim Percival with address labels for the invitations.

Jim Percival showed web page printout showing the launch event venue – the upstairs of the EPIC theatre. We had been advised to access the upstairs room through the auditorium, rather than allowing people to go up the fire escape. John Harrison suggested that people should be ushered through the auditorium, and guided upstairs.

8) Local Groups

A representative of each of the local groups is to be invited to attend the launch event. Jim volunteered to phone group representatives, and it was agreed that he should ask..

a) Whether they would like time to introduce their group, either by giving a short talk, or by answering questions?

b) Would they be prepared to wear a name/label badge and what they want on it?

c) Would they like a “Google Account” set up with a web page, an email address, and a chat box to use as they wished?

Even if group representatives did not want to speak formally, the intention is that they would have an opportunity to talk informally to the people who were to be invited because they had given us their names and addresses and expressed an interest in the various Ecclesfield groups listed in the survey.
